Also, levels 1-3 are frequently taught and reminded of improved study habits in addition to having opportunities to use higher order thinking skills.
Expectations:
French 1 - At the end of French 1 a student who puts forth regular and consistent effort, can expect to be able to introduce  themselves including their age, their likes and dislikes, speak about school and their favorite subjects.  Purchase things from a store.  Speak about the weather and seasons,  order at a café, suggest something to do with friends, set a time and place to meet.  Talk about the members of their family and describe them,  go grocery shopping and tell what they did this weekend or last night.

French 2 - At the end of French 2, a student who puts forth regular and consistent effort, can expect to be able to speak about what one should take on a trip, describe their home,its rooms and where things are located.  Give directions to a place in town.  Purchase an appropriate gift and use proper manners at a dinner party.  Tell about a place, its location and what there is to do and see.  Tell about their typical daily schedule, tell about a horrible day that they had and console someone who had one also.  They will be able to tell how something was.  They will be able to give, accept and reject advice, justify their recommendations and advise against something.  They will also be able to tell about their future plans and respond to suggestions.

French 3 -  At the end of French 3, a student who puts forth regular and consistent effort, can expect to be able to discuss the regions of France and the specialties of the specific regions, speak using the past tenses about a vacation which they have taken, give directions to someone and give information about a vehicle at a service station.  They will be able to speak about the chores that they must do at home, and discuss the things that they are forbidden to do.  They will have the ability to ask for and respond to compliments and tell what they are having done by another person.  They will be able to express their intentions along with stating conditions and possibilities.  They will learn how to apologize and respond to hospitality.  They will learn how to quarrel and respond to accusations, make suppositions and express doubt and certainty.  They will also learn how to write a formal letter to a business or a university.
